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From the rocky creeks, the fine sand beaches along the Mediterranean coast to the mountain resorts Pyrénées, Mounts of Lozére and the Massif Central, a wide

variety of landscapes features the Languedoc Roussillon region.

What to discover : The unassailable fortresses in Pays Cathare, avens and grottoes (Clamouse, Limousis, Trabuc...), the impressive gorges of the Tarn river (Sainte
Enimie), the Haut-Languedoc valley, the ski-resorts in the Cerdagne massif (Font Romeu, Pyrenées 2000, Formigueres...), the magical city of Carcassonne, la

Camargue (birds, manades : bull farms), Nimes the Roman city and its arenas.

Wines : Cabardes, Collioure, Corbiéres, Costiéres de Nimes, Coteaux du Languedoc, Cotes de Malepére, Cotes du Roussillon, Faugéres, Fitou, Limoux, Minervais,

Saint-Chinian, banyuls.

Local Produce/Gastronomy : anchovy from Collioure, bourride, brandade, cassoulet, patés from Pezenas, cheeses (bleu des Causses, pélardon) touron, catalan cream,

croquant de Mende, tielles sétoises, oysters from Bouzigues.

3 Day 1:

Discover le Mas de Couron and its outdated charm of an old family mansion in the middle of a park with centennial pines. It is an ideal starting point to visit
Montpellier, the Haut-Languedoc and the Cévennes.

Just past Lattes you will arrive in the vicinity of the Mas de Saporta, restored and arranged by the local winegrowers. It harbours an enology store room and a
restaurant which enhance the best local produce.

After Montarnaud you will join the road of wines which will lead you towards the Pont du Diable, the Clamouse Grotto and Saint-Guilhem-le-Désert.
You will have to enter between the wild gorges of the Hérault river and climb the steep slopes of Verdus gorges in order to reach the former abbey of Saint-Guilhem
village. At the bend in the road you will enjoy aunique view over the village and the church of the abbey built in the XIth century.

When driving back you could stop at the Clamouse Grotto which distinguishesitself by the amount of aragonite and calcite which crystallize inside.
You will see again the villages of Montpeyroux and Arboras on the road of wines before reaching Saint-Maurice-Navacelles. Then you will be within a few
kilometres from the Cirque of Navacelles which deserves the visit.

To end thisitinerary find your refuge at the Madiéres castle a genuine strong hold of the X1Xth century hanged on the side of the mountain the terrace of which offers
apleasant view over the river and the village.

From Madiéres you will sink in the heart of the gorges dela Vis. The steep slopes of Roc Blanc and the Roc of Senescal rise on both sides of the road.

makers.

Y ou will reach Anduze, real door to the Cévennes by following the Gardon and the railways line where des steam locomotives till go on therails.

When leaving the domain of Ranquet you will cross a scrubland and chaos of rocks. The perched village of Durfort which harbours many renovated medieval
houses stand out from this strange landscape.

The small road which goes along the GR63 will lead you towards the Vidourle valley, the stream of which forme une coursive around the medieval village of Sauve.
Sauve, one of the Most beautiful Villages of France succeeding in maintening the authenticity of its side streets covered by arches and vaulted passages which lead to
the shaded square at the heart of the town.

After Quissac you will cross the wood of Coutach before reaching one of the multiples roads of wines in Languedoc-Roussillon, in Corconne. Actually here you are
at the heart of the largest vineyard in France.

For many years the wine growers have endeavoured to develop their produce. This is why a Controlled Label of Origin "The Languedoc Hills' which gathers the
vintages of Hérault, Gard and Aude regions was put in place in 1985. This wine-oriented itinerary will enable the visitor to taste the wines from Saint-Drézery which
benefit from a specia controlled label.

At the end of the day you will travel along the "Bas Rhéne-Languedoc” canal which irrigates the cultivated land between Arles and Montpellier.
