-
A Day 1:

For this journey settle down in Conques at the Domain of Combelong at the heart of the magic of Rouergue where landscape and heritage still stand in a
thousand-year-old harmony.

Congues a magjor site on the Saint-Jacques-de-Compostelle paths, a magnificent village all coated with lauze owes its fame to one of the jewels of the Roman art, the
Sainte-Foy abbey church with its XlIth century tympanum to be admired. Y ou will leave Conques along a small road which overlooks the gorges of Ouche and the
Dourdou valley so asto reach the Lot valley.

Further Entraygues appears as a small medieva city surrounded with vineyards which were planted by the monks of Conquesin the IXth century.

Y ou will travel towards the Puy of Montabes through the gorges of Truyere. Then the road rises along the wild wooded slopes. After having driven down towards the
gorges of Lot and crossed Estaing which gave its name to the local vineyard follow a small road along the left bank of the river. You will travel in the vicinity of
Saint-Pierre-de-Bessugjoul's church. Its church tower harbours a unique Roman chapel. When entering in Espalion you will have the opportunity to admire another
pink sand stone Roman building from the XIth century : the church of Perse. From the old bridge archways you will distinguish the reflections of the river, the
houses with painted wood balconies and the ruins of the Calmont-d'Olt castle.

After having travelled aong the Lot river you will drive up the steep slopes of the Puy Lacalm before driving down towards the Lenne valley and Saint-Saturnin the
goal of your stopping point.

2 Day 2:

You will enjoy area country stay at the Saint-Saturnin castle in the vicinity of a small village of farmers. The property is a large mansion displaying an outdated
charm and settled amid a generous nature.

After having left Saint-Saturnin-de-Lenne you will cross the Causse of Séverac. This plateau is towered by the Puech of Montgrand. After the Lagarde pass you will
travel down to Séverac-le-Chéteau a medieval town fortified in the past. Its old houses stand alongside the side streets which will lead you throu vaulted passages to
the foot of the castle.

On the Palassy pass you will gain some altitude before reaching the valley of la Varairous. This stream reinforced by the Bouxell flow feeds the Pont-de-Salars lake a
major site of vacation. Then you will travel along the Bage lake. The road provide a unique view over the lake before sinking in a countryside scattered of helmets
and towns bearing evocative names : Trémouilles, Salmiech ou Cassagnes-Bégonheés.

Further you will reach the valley of Viaur, famous for its viaduct, a daring work of art by Paul Bodin a Gustave Eiffel’s follower. Before arriving in Camjac do not
miss the Bose castle where Toulouse-Lautrec stayed several times.

At last you will arrive in Sauveterre-de-Rouergue, one of the Most Beautiful Villagesin France.
you will stay at the Sénéchal, at the heart of this royal house which has kept its whole specificity with its archways, its fortifications as well asits keep church.

Upon leaving you are likely to regret Sénéchal de Sauveterre-de-Rouergue a haven of peace and refinement which offers astay of charm.

Then you will reach the right bank of the Aveyron valley before arriving in Belcastel village. In a country setting you will walk on steep and picturesque "calades"
(paved streets) in order to arrive at the castle built in the X11th century, on arocky spur over the town.

Y ou will discover aview over the village and Aveyron when leaving Belcastel towards Mayran.

Then you will cross a part of the Aveyronnaise countryside to reach Bournazel. Y ou will notice an unfinished castle which displays two wings from the Renaissance
period and embellished with lavishly decorated friezes.

After Saint-Cyprien-sur-Dourdou, you will find back the steep slopes of the gorges of Ouche before travelling down towards Congues.

Going past Montignac you will face an outstanding view over the village, its sloping side streets and the abbey church Sainte-Foy with its pink sandstone shining in
the sun set.

For your overnight stay you will come back to the Domain of Combelong one of the last watermill along the Dourdou river.
