Like them you will cross landscapes punctuated with de full of fish rivers, verdant valleys, hills covered with vineyards and towns rich with
medieva heritage.

What to discover : The Medieval strongholds on the Allier river ( La Palice castle, Bourbon stronghold, Archambault stronghold), The Cantal Mounts and its
numerous Plombs and Puys, (Ie Puy Griou, le Puy Mary), The balneotherapy and fitness resorts : Vichy, La Bourboule, le Mont Dore, Royat, Chatel-Guyon.

From the Saint-Arcons castle you will overlook the gorges of the river Allier. In a verdant setting the split hotel of the Deux Abbesses combines a X|Ith century
lordly home and restored houses.

A few miles away on a promontory, at the confluent of the rivers Desges and Allier, the roman church of Chanteuges stands out with its dimensions and its warm
shades. When crossing Langeac you will notice old houses, salt lofts rebuilt in the XVI11th century and Saint-Gal collegiate church.

At the bend in atwist of the river you will discover Lavo(te-Chilhac nestled in abend of the river with its Gothic church.
Further upstream, the valley of Haut-Allier istowered by the ruins of the former citadel of Saint-Ipize, its surrounding walls harbour a X1Vth century chapel.

From villages to helmets you will reach the town of Brioude by following the stream where the salmons from the Atlantic come back to spawn after 800 kilometres of
freshwater upstream. In the town the old houses which stand alongside the network of the narrow streets will lead you towards the basilica Saint-Julien, a masterpiece
of the Roman art.

Before leaving the Allier river do not miss to distinguish Auzon village and its fortified church on its promontory. The natural conservation area will tell you the
story of the men who lived this country during the XIXth century, they shared their work between the mine and the vines.

Y ou will reach la Chaise-Dieu the end of thisfirst journey by travelling along the hills of the Livradois Mounts and by crossing vast forests.

2 Day 2:

To enjoy entirely the charm of the place you will stay in avery old house which is a part of the enclave in the Chaise-Dieu majestic abbey.

The village stands out from the wooded plateau which links the mounts of Livradois to the mounts of Forez.

The abbey unit with Saint-Robert church built in the X1Vth century is absolutely noteworthy. You will discover there real masterpieces : stalls, tapestries and the
famous mural painting the macabre Danse. After the immense wood massif in the Dorette valley you will follow a scenic road with unique views to reach the valley
of Arzon.

You will crossimmense prairies scattered with copses and helmets before reaching the Ance valley. The road rises in corniche and offers superb panoramas over the
Velay and la Haute-Loire Mounts. At the confluent of the rivers Ance and Loire you will discover two characteristic towns : Bas-en-Basset for the ruins of its
fortified castle perched on a spur towering the river Loire and Monistrol for its houses with decorated eaves standing alongside the medieval streets.

Y ou will cross the gorges of theriver Loire at Bransac to reach au pays des sucs which revolve around Y ssingeauix.

From the south exit of the town you will reach the hills of the Meygal massif besides the centennial pine trees, spruces and the fir trees provide aworrying depth.

The village of Moudeyres has kept numerous typical houses on the Mézenc plateau. Isolated at more than 1200 metres of elevation, you will be greeted in a thatched
cottage from the XV 1Ith century issued straight ahead from afairy tale.

Your pilgrimage through the major places of Christendom will encounter Monastier abbey-church built in the XlIth century. Following the Gazeille valley you will
travel along theriver Loire in Solignac to reach the summit of one of the most beautiful sitesin France.

Le Puy-en-Velay, starting point for one the Saint-Jacques-de-Compostelle paths, greets a great number of pilgrims who revere the Black Virgin of
Notre-Dame-du-Puy.

The statues which rise on each hill around the town testify this devotion. One of these rocks is surmounted by the chapel Saint-Michel-d’ Aiguilhe one of the jewels
of the Roman Auvergnat art.

When leaving le Puy through the valley, you will come across the the knights' castles flanking the towns of Polignac and Saint-Vidal which commanded their fief in
Pays de Velay from the height of their spur.

Y ou will find back the valley of Allier in Monistrol. After having driven past the foot of the castle Rochegude your road will rise along a medium corniche above the
gorges, before travelling down in a steep-sided site where you will discover the village of Prades. You will drive on the left bank of the river Allier up to
Saint-Julien-des-Chazes.

You will find back the right bank of the river which will lead you up to Saint-Arcons d’ Allier, the end of your itinerary.
