You will remain at the heart of History of France all along this itinerary. Even though César became victorious at Alésia, it is Vercingétorix who sits
on the throne in Alise-Sainte-Reine.

Further you will discover one of the marvels from the French Roman art before admiring the architecture of superb Renaissance castles.

Adding the charm of a  green and scenic nature , Burgundy area provides the connoisseurs with gastronomy, art and history, wines as well as sport leisure and river
sails on one of the most beautiful canal in France. 

Not to miss amidst a rich heritage : Auxerre, city of art and history, the legendary site of Alésia, Dijon and its surroundings through the Côtes de Nuits and  Beaune
vineyards, Cluny the Medieval town, Vezelay Basilica. 

Wines : Chablis, Côte-de-Nuits, Côte-de-Beaune, Auxerrois hills, Hautes-Côtes, Côte Chalonnaise et Mâconnais.

Day 1 :

After having left  the Malaisy castle, at the heart of Fontenay valley, you will cross a verdant countryside all along the Bourgogne canal.

Alise-Sainte Reine is the first  prominent town in  this itinerary, on the very site of Alésia which saw  César’s victory on Vercingétorix’s Gaul army.

You will have the opportunity to visit the digs which have unearthed many remains from the entrenched Gaul camp.

You will keep on crossing l'Auxois towards the village of  Flavigny-sur-Ozerain, a fortified town in the Middle Ages, this perched village has maintained its houses,
its fortifications and its ramparts. You will resume the road in direction of the capital of Auxois. A  XIVth century  Semur-en-Auxois, a fortified place deserves a stop
to admire the fortifications, built on a cliff of pink granite towering the gully with the the Armançon river winding its way in the bottom.

You will sink in the Auxerroise countryside. You will discover Epoisses and its castle at the heart of a region famous for its cheese. 
Then you will come near the  valley of  Cousin which runs along  Avallon. The fortified town is perched on a  promontory. A particularly scenic site will appear
while strolling on the ramparts.

Later you will continue your way, though the Cousin valley  to discover l'Avalonnais which will lead you up to Mailly-le-Château where a charming hotel is waiting
for you  in a listed site.

Day 2 :

In the morning freshness you will travel along the Yonne  valley which overlooks the Saussois rocks. Gradually you will come across the Chablis vineyard.

On top of the hills take your time to admire the superb view over the Yonne valley.
A stop in Chablis is a must. This little town bathed by  the Serein river is the capital of the Basse Bourgogne vineyard. The cellar visit will enable you to enjoy
Chablis white wine, dry and light.
The hilly countryside will lead you up to Tonnerre, a small town surrounded by vineyards and a verdant background.

You will reach the banks of the canal of Bourgogne and you will follow them up to Ancy-le-Franc. Before arriving you will have a chance to admire the Tanlay
castle, a superb architectural composition from Renaissance.

In Ancy-le-Franc, a traditional hotel is waiting for you in a quiet and  bucolic setting

Before the morning drive visit Ancy-le-Franc castle. This monument belongs to one of the most beautiful Renaissance mansions in Burgandy.

You will soon find the shaded banks of the canal of Bourgogne. This superb itinerary along the Armançon valley will lead you to Montbard.

From that point you will reach  Fontenay  abbey where you will admire one of the jewels belonging to the Cistercian art from the XII th  century, nestled in its
lush-green case.Further to this visit you will join the   the Dukes of Burgandy circuit where you will come across the Bussy-Rabutin castle, the inner decoration of
which deserves your visit.
To end this itinerary you will reach Fain-les-Montbard through the cultivated plateaus of Auxois.
